 Approval of Financial Report:

Motion made by Gene Hartman, 2nd by Chris Stanfield to approve Fund Status report as of January 2020, $1,816,377.73. Vote was taken; motion carried with all voting “aye”.  Bank statement on table for signatures matches.

 Approval of Expenses:
 Motion was made by Gene Hartman, 2nd Chris Stanfield to approve expenses of $56,109.04 for February, 2020. Vote was taken; motion carried unanimously. FO Pfeiffer and Chief Wetherbee asked questions. 
VI. Department Report: 
Chief Wetherbee went over his monthly report which is included in packets.

VII. Committee Reports:
Finance- FO Pfeiffer stated total receipts for the month were $797.86.   Our first half property tax distribution should be received in late March.
House Numbering-10, Thanks to SLCAD advising residents when they are on a call to get signs.
Personnel-Chief stated that he would like to add a couple fire fighters to our roster-Board had no issues.  Chief and Officers will interview and test possible candidates.  
VIII. Old Business: Chief gave a review on our expansion.  Chief stated that the Fire District will pay the tap fees to the Village. All other fees will be the responsibility of the builder.  Chief said the quotes are due and will be opened on February 7th at 4 pm.  AFG grant for our radio project opened up on February 3rd.  The three entities will meet with the grant writer on the 11th.   The grant writer will handle all drawn downs if we are awarded the grant of an estimate of a $1,000,000.  The public official (fiscal officer) surety bond was moved to VFIS. Gene stated that the ambulance board did not move to VFIS. Chief presented the Metro Services contract for a medical director to replace Dr. Bowen.  Motion was made by Gene Hartman, 2nd by Chris Stanfield to authorize Chief Wetherbee to sign and approve their Metro Services contract for services at $200 per hour. Vote was taken; motion carried with all voting “aye”.  Levy committee met on January 16th and made a plan for promoting our levy-Issue 15.  
IX. New Business:  Chief Wetherbee has everyone’s tech contracts from the County.  Chief Wetherbee re-addressed the “Annual Salary Incentive Program” with the Board for clarification.  Motion was made by Mark Diedrick, 2nd by Gene Hartman to approve that all employees are eligible for the incentive program including the two full timers, EMR calls will not be included in the incident response calls and the policy will start December 1, 2019. Vote was taken; unanimous.  Chief provided Assist Now’s policy in the packets. He noted that all family members can use Assist Now.
